FRCC/Southeastern Region
Request for Inter-Regional Economic Studies Process

Currently, per FERC Order 890, the FRCC Region and the Southeastern Region (comprised of the six co-sponsors, AEC, SMEPA, GTC, MEAG, Dalton Utilities and Southern Company ) have proposals to address stakeholder initiated economic study requests through their respective stakeholder participation groups.  For the Southeastern Regional Process, requests that involve power transfers with non-FRCC neighboring utilities are handled through the Southeast Inter-Regional Participation Process.  Power transfers that are confined within the Southeastern Region are handled through the Southeastern Region, Regional Planning Process.  Those power transfers that are confined to the FRCC region are handled through the FRCC Regional Planning Process. Therefore, due to the electrical peninsula uniqueness and the radial nature of the FRCC system in relation to the Southeastern Region, the process outlined below is intended to provide inter-regional coordination and participation to address issues as they may exist due to economic study requests between the afore mentioned regions as a result of FERC Order 890.   
The procedure, as defined below will be posted on the FRCC Regional Planning Website and the Southeastern Region, Regional Planning Website.  
Step 1:  Economic study requests that involve both the FRCC and Southeastern Region should be made through the respective stakeholder processes.  Timelines for initiation of studies, study work, study progress and discussion and presentation of results identified in each Region’s Process will be followed.  Both FRCC and Southeastern Region plan to post prior studies, titles or links related to the FRCC/Southern Control Area interface as information to stakeholders.  Additionally, to the extent pertinent information is available from prior studies it will be utilized in subsequent analysis.
Step 2:  Members of the FRCC and Southeastern Region will supply the appropriate personnel and convene a conference call, meeting or forum with the interested stakeholders.  The intent of this meeting is to gather input from the stakeholders and clearly understand the nature of the request and develop a plan to perform the analysis.  

Step 3:  Following initial analysis, the FRCC Regional Planning and Southeastern Region representatives will convene an additional conference call, meeting or forum with the interested stakeholders in order to review the preliminary findings and potential alternative solutions.  Stakeholders may also suggest alternative solutions that will then be reviewed by the participating members of the FRCC Regional Planning Process and the Southeastern Regional Process.
Step 4:  Final study results will then be provided through the respective regional planning processes of the FRCC Regional Planning Process and the Southeastern Region, Regional Planning Process.

Step 5:  Results of the study will also be posted on the FRCC Regional Planning Website and the Southeast Region, Regional Planning Website.
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
