Topics of Discussion

I. Ideas on website usability/design (what have you seen that works, doesn’t work, etc.)

A. There was not much discussion about this point, but the Hosts indicated that the Stakeholders needed to be aware and share what seemed to work and what features were good or bad on other sites that could be adapted for this web design

II. What specific information would you like to see posted on the website and in what format

A. Stakeholders suggested that they would like to go in and “do their own runs”

B. Confirmed that website would have confidential side as well as a public side

C. Cases will be made available

D. Discussion about the “product” and how to present it

3. Would TO filings point to SERC paper?
4. It was suggested that a meeting be scheduled to talk about some of the economic analysis issues vs. regulatory/engineering responsibilities

5. It has been a question in the industry as to whether economic studies should fall under the purview of SERC.  
6. The group is waiting on news from SERC meetings.  Everything is preliminary and in process – hard to say when

7. The Carolinas are going through a State process of cost allocation and can be used as a guide for the regional participation principle discussion due by 8/8

IV. Other Points of Discussion

A. Constellation supplied information about additional input on the web site

B. Market dictates when transmission adjustments are needed.  Forecasters and marketers will know the markets better and need to help guide the Host companies.  Hosts want feedback and input

C. The group will need 2-3 more times to discuss schedule within the next month.  Compliance filings and deadlines have delayed the process

D. Meetings will become more interactive after an initial first of the year learning session for all parties to better understand the process.  Afterward, more techs may be made available to answer some of the higher level questions that come up

E. Any solutions as a results of data analysis and discussions are welcome
